This proposal is for a full planning application within a Conservation area for the installation of an addiitonal ATM at the site next to an existing ATM. Our client is proposing to adapt the existing shop front window by creating an aperture within the glass for an additional ATM machine to be accessed from the pavement and serviced from within the bank.. A new mullion is to be installed to the left hand side of the new ATM position, to ensure that the large glass panel retains its integrity. The glazing to the right hand side of the Mullion is to have security film applied to it. The proposed ATM is to have an illuminated surround. This is to be submitted as part of a separate advertising consent application.
Area

Holborn is part of Camden, Central London and has traditionally been an entertainment centre with 22 inns being noted as been in the Holborn area in 1860’s. Today the area is made up with chain and independent bars, restaurants and coffee shops. There is a number offices in the surrounding streets, making this a bustling area in at lunch time and early evening. There are 2no. tube stations in the area,; Chancery Lane and Holborn and a number of bus routes running through Holborn.

A new full height mullion to match the existing is to be installed to the left hand side of the new ATM position, to ensure that the large glass panel retains its integrity. The glazing to the right hand side of the Mullion is to 2.9sqm and is to have security film applied to it. The proposed ATM is to have an 1120x680 mm (max) illuminated surround. This is to be submitted as part of a separate advertising consent application..
