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1. Introduction

This is a supporting document for the following works to be carried out at The Co-operative Bank, 60 Kingsway, Holborn, London
Our client is proposing to adapt the existing shop front window by creating an aperture within the glass for an additional ATM machine to be accessed from the pavement and serviced from within the bank.. A new mullion is to be installed to the left hand side of the new ATM position, to ensure that the large glass panel retains its integrity. The glazing to the right hand side of the Mullion is to have security film applied to it. The proposed ATM is to have an illuminated surround. This is to be submitted as part of a separate advertising consent application.

This Heritage Statement provides an appraisal of the heritage asset and assesses the significance in policies outlined in the Core Strategy as well as recognising significant information outlined in main and local records, the Historic Environment Record and the Heritage Gateway.

2.0 The Heritage Asset and architectural Description and Development 

The Bloomsbury Conservation Area covers an area of approximately 160 hectares. The area extends from Euston Road in the north to High Holborn and Lincoln’s Inn Fields in the south and from Tottenham Court Road in the west to King’s Cross Road in the east. 
Bloomsbury is widely considered to be an internationally significant example of town planning. The original street layouts, which employed the concept of formal landscaped squares and uses a grid of streets to create an residential environment. Today, the area’s underlying townscape combined with the influence of the major institutional uses that established in the district and expanded over time is evident across the large parts of the Conservation Area. However, other original uses have survived and help to maintain the area’s distinctive and culturally rich character in the form of hospitals, university buildings and academic uses as well as cultural institutions (museums, legal uses, and on a smaller scale, specialist retailers including booksellers and furniture shops). 

3.0 Significance
Due to the historic importance of the whole area, this site require all alterations to be carried out in a way deemed suitable for a building in this area. Despite the building not being a listed property, all the buildings in the area must retain a quality to ensure the standard of the conservation area is retained.
