
 

Rooflights to face of sloping roof 
reposited back onto the flat roof 
area where they are less visually 
prominent and cannot be seen from 
the street.  Rooflghts bring natural 
light & allow passive ventilation of 
shower room & toilet.  
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 Cills lowered nominally by 100 mm 
to suit hanging tile coursing & 
detailed design of junction between 
hanging tile & zinc flashing 

Cill raised nominally by 100 mm to 
suit height of kitchen fridge behind. 

Cill lowered nominally by 100 mm 
to align with brick base. 

Windows within lightwell enlarged 
slightly to increase light levels in 
north facing basement bedroom.

  

Fixed glass panel introduced in 
front door to provide natural light to 
entry hall. 

Sand-blasted glass window to 
bathroom re-oriented to increase 
natural light (see also ground plan)

Sumps relocated exterally to front 
lightwell for easier & more sanitary 
servicing.
