Existing

1. The development was built in 2000 with red brick elevations and red tiled roof.

This north west end of the building has a hipped end roof.  The hipped end roof slope is punctuated by flat roof dormer windows and a balcony with brickwork balustrades and a significant brickwork “chimney” feature.

Proposed

2.
The proposed extension of a very small kitchen onto the existing balcony, is only 1000 x 2000 in area and only 1200 higher than the existing brick balustrade.  This will be visible from the public realm, but is a very small addition to the existing brick features.  The matching brickwork will ensure that it is hardly perceivable as an alteration but what is presently visible.
