DETAILS OF EXISTING PROPERTY
Ownership of building/land - The two bedroom residential dwelling accommodation is on two floors, owned by the Freeholder of the property and my Client Peter Clark.

Existing building and land - The Freehold property is a two storey property and is at the end of the terrace in Leverton Street at the intersection with Falkland Road. 

The external fenestration to the frontage is painted white stucco render with traditional white timber sash windows. The rear fenestration London stock facing brickwork to main body of house with single storey addition fenestration facing brickwork and modern windows. The house roof is a blue slate butterfly. The single storey addition containing the house bathroom is flat roofed with a roof-light. The single storey addition containing the kitchen is a mono pitched blue slate roof. A low brick wall encloses the hard paved front garden to Leverton Street. The rear garden is soft landscaped .

DETAILS OF PROPOSAL

New Remodelled Ground Floor accommodation Proposal – 

New cloakroom created under house staircase.

The dining and kitchen rooms dividing wall removed.

The dining room chimney breast removed.

Larger kitchen accommodation created with a new clear glazed bay addition and opened up removed former house bathroom with new clear glazed bay window. All new external wall enclosure shall be London stock facing brickwork matching the main body of the house.

New Remodelled First Floor accommodation Proposal –

New house bathroom rear addition added at first floor level accessed from the house staircase half landing with two opaque glazed bay windows and opaque glazed mono pitch roof system over. The pitch of the new roof matching the existing butterfly roofs pitch to the main house and to reduce the impact of the first floor extension to the adjoining rear gardens of the Falkland Road properties the pitch rises from the new boundary enclosing wall which is appropriate to the end of terrace property. All new external wall enclosure shall be London stock facing brickwork matching the main body of the house.

New front garden and frontage Proposal –

New blue coloured railings with gate enclosed front garden and blue coloured frontage.
