Public house frontage with central entrance and 
Corinthian pilasters carrying entablature with dentil cornice
and broken segmental pediment over door. Panelled dado. Upper
floors with recessed sashes; 1st floor with architraves and 
cornices. Entablature and shaped blocking course. Curved 
wrought-iron lamp bracket above door.
