The northern frontage of this part of Westbere Road is topographically higher 

than the southern frontage. Dwellings are typically elevated above street level 

and are set back into the site characterised by an embankment terraced front 

garden and/or stepped access to the houses.

The site lies between West End Lane to the east and Shoot-up Hill to the west. 

Both roads offer a variety of amenities.

The following bus routes run along West End Lane:

C11, 139, 328 actually runs along Westbere Road.

The following bus routes run along Shoot-up Hill: 16, 32,  189, 316, 332, 632

West Hampstead is a short walk and offers overground and underground sta-

tions.

A great many facilities are within a short distance, as described below:

Post boxes, Public house-bars, Food shops, Dry cleaner, Butchers, Caf.s, 

Cashpoint, Hairdressers, Laundrette, Bookmakers and a Dental practice.

Design Principal

Planning permission is sought for the erection of rear and side single storey 

ground floor level extension with terrace over at first floor level and alterations 

to fenestration at rear first floor level. The development would include a roof 

extension with a terrace.

There are a number of roof terraces within the vicinity of the site at first floor 

level and the principle of a roof terrace at this level should be acceptable. The 

proposed enlarged terrace is not out of character and the balustrade is 

relatively light-weight and will therefore not appear visually intrusive. A opaque 

glass privacy screen is included as part of the design.

The proposed alterations to create French Doors will maximise light to the rear 

of the property. The alterations are considered to respect the fenestration 

pattern of the property and neighbouring properties.

It is considered that the proposed works would not have an adverse impact on 

the amenity of the neighbouring properties with regards to access to sunlight, 

daylight, noise, overlooking or visual bulk.

The objective of the proposal works on this site is to improve the property and 

the contribution it makes to the area as a whole in the setting of the building. It 

will provide a more functional environment, slightly increase floor area, suitable 

for a growing family. The use specified in the application is domestic. The 

proposal will improve the conditions of the house for the use of its occupants 

and is not considered detrimental to the appearance of the site, with minimal 

impact on adjacent properties and will not cause any overlooking problems.
