	Controls

· Training in dust suppression methods should be given to all operatives.

· Site boundary to be shrouded by independent scaffolding and enclosed with monoflex or  

    debris netting 

· Relevant personal protective equipment should be issued and worn.

· Only operatives trained in the mounting of cutting discs under the Abrasive Wheel Regulations should undertake work using such equipment.

· Where reasonably practicable, any abrasive wheels used should be provided with a guard that will contain every part of the wheel following a fracture.

· Method statements should be produced detailing work activities and Personal Protective Equipment (PPE) requirements.

· A COSHH assessment should be produced if appropriate.

· Brick / Stone should be cut wet if possible, otherwise extraction by sanding machines should be used to remove the dust at source.

· Workers must be given relevant information from any COSHH assessment.

· Personal hygiene practice should be recommended to all workers as a means of avoiding dermatitis – barrier creams can also act as a preventative.

· Suitable washing facilities should be provided.
