	This application initially involved the cleaning of the external elevations of No. 53 Bedford Square and the building to the rear fronting Bedford Avenue.

However it has been agreed that the front and side elevations of Grade I Bedford Square are particularly sensitive and should not be cleaned as the historic darkened brickwork is an essential part of the character and appearance of the grade I listed frontages of Bedford Square. 

Sample panels of cleaning have been carried out to the masonry of the Bedford Avenue mews house and discussed on site. The agreed method of cleaning is Doff steam system for the stone copping and stone details and hand cleaning for the brickwork particularly where the mortar is at risk. In addition it has been decided that a lead flashing to the coping would be protection from the rain and tree deposits which cause a marked green and black organic build up.

Public consultation was undertaken by placement of a press notice and site notice and no responses were received.  The Bloomsbury Association wrote in support of the cleaning of the mews house only. They did not support the cleaning of the Bedford square building. The final scheme reflects this.

The site's planning history was taken into account when coming to this decision.  

Special regard has been attached to the desirability of preserving the listed building and its features of special architectural or historic interest, under s.16 of the Listed Buildings and Conservation Areas Act 1990 as amended by the Enterprise and Regulatory Reform Act (ERR) 2013.

As such, the proposal is in general accordance with policy CS14 of the London Borough of Camden Local Development Framework Core Strategy, and policy DP25 of the London Borough of Camden Local Development Framework Development Policies. The proposed development also accords with policy 7.8 of the London Plan 2011, and paragraphs 14, 17 and 126-141 of the National Planning Policy Framework.

The revised scheme of cleaning the mews house only is considered acceptable and the application is therefore granted.
