	Design and Access Statements for Minor Works
Information Sheet

What should be included?

· An assessment of the site and its surroundings

You should include an assessment of the site’s immediate and wider context, evaluating physical characteristics by identifying opportunities and constraints and balancing any identified conflicting issues. Understanding the context will help produce and justify the design. You should also include any established planning policies.

· Design, appearance and sustainability (questionnaire below)

The site analysis should support your proposal where access, use, amount, layout, scale, landscaping and appearance should be considered. To complete your statement, you can answer the following questions or you can provide a separate document (as long as it addresses at least the points set out in the questions below).
	What is the purpose of your proposal?

Replacement of existing previously installed timber shopfront with new proposed painted timber framed and single glazed shopfront to sympathetically match the existing adjacent shopfronts, maintaining sight lines of existing shopfront head and timber panelled stall riser with space for incoming tenant’s signage above, to match other similar traditional shopfronts to remainder of the Chalk Farm Road parade.


	How will the proposed works relate to the existing building? 

Replacement of the shopfront within the existing opening providing a central single timber framed and glazed access door to shop unit intended to sympathetically match the existing adjacent shopfronts and provide a uniform appearance to the Chalk Farm Road parade. Replacement shopfront to be installed in painted timber framework with single glazing, with space for the incoming tenant’s corporate signage above.


	Have you discussed your proposal with your neighbours? What measures have been taken to reduce impact on your neighbours considering shadowing/ lighting/ visibility/ proximity/ overbearing/ noise issues?

As landlords of both of the direct adjacent shop units together with the surrounding parade of shops inclusive from 19-28 Chalk Farm Road, the works are intended to be undertaken to have minimal impact on the neighbouring units with regard to shadowing/ lighting/ visibility/ proximity/ overbearing/ noise issues with no projecting shopfront works proposed.


	What thought has been given to siting and appearance of the works, where they are placed, visual impression, architecture, materials, decoration, lighting, colour and texture?

The proposal is to replace the previously installed timber shopfront with a new proposed painted timber framed and single glazed shopfront, in order to sympathetically compliment the surrounding shopfront facades by maintaining sight lines of the existing shopfront heads and stall risers again matching those of the unit previously removed.



	Explain the scale, height, width and length of the proposal and its relationship to the existing building. 

The proposed shopfront will be installed to the existing shopfront opening replicating as far as possible the same scale, height and width of the previously removed shopfront, with a central single glazed access door to the shop unit.


	How have you followed the advice provided by CABE* and Camden Council** on the issue of inclusive access? If not explain the reasons for your departure from this guidance.
No change in the access arrangements to the property results from the application, with vehicular access restricted to the rear access/service road and main road frontage and pedestrian access direct from Chalk Farm Road. 


	What consideration has been given to accessibility to and between parts of the proposed works? Has disabled access been considered?

Full accessibility to the ground floor shop unit via the proposed shopfront will be maintained to the front public highway with the existing single step entrance/access being retained.


	What is the relationship between the proposed works and public routes and do they have any impact? 

The relationship between the proposed works and public routes remain unaltered and do are therefore considered to have no detrimental impact.



	Have you considered any landscaping treatment or other treatment to enhance and protect existing amenities? 

No landscaping treatment or other treatment are proposed or considered necessary to enhance and protect the existing amenities.


	Describe the materials you propose to use and why you chose them. Have environmentally friendly materials been considered? What consideration has been given to maintenance?

The existing building construction and original shopfront uses traditional materials, none of which will be changed by this application, with similar traditional materials re-used with consideration given to ease of maintenance. A painted softwood timber framed and single glazed shopfront is proposed with a matching central single access door.


	Does your proposal have an impact on the street scene? Is it improving street views, if not, what measures have been taken to minimise visual impact? 

The proposed reinstatement of the shopfront is considered to have a positive impact on the existing street scene intended to improve street views and to minimise visual impact by maintaining sight lines of the existing shopfront heads and stall risers again matching those of the unit previously removed.


	How sustainable is your proposal? How has your proposal addressed the need for energy efficiency? How does it reduce carbon emissions? What consideration has been given to low-energy and renewable energy technologies?
The reinstatement of the shopfront proposes a painted softwood timber framed and single glazed shopfront with a single central timber framed glazed access door, in order to compliment both the surrounding shop units and those aspects of the previously removed installation. Provision of modern double glazed fittings or low-energy and renewable energy technologies are not considered to be in keeping with the vernacular of the existing surrounding units or street scene.


	What provision has been made for the storage of waste and recyclable material?
The existing facilities for the storage of waste and recyclable material will be maintained for the commercial shop within the existing access/service road to the rear of the unit.
