This approval of details application is to clear details of secondary glazing to existing front windows and for new double glazed windows on rear elevation in relation to condition 4a (1:10 sections of all windows including jambs, head and cill, ventilation grills, external doors and gates) of listed building consent ref 2015/0645/L granted on 26/05/15.
