This approval of details application is for clearance of conditions 3a (Ramp drawings), 3b (Raised Floor drawings), 3c (Signage & Canopy), 3d (Room Divider), 3e (Downpipe) and 3f (Railings & Gate drawings) granted under reference 2015/0997/L dated 23/10/15 for Listed Building consent for the refurbishment of Rhyl Street entrance and associated reception area, offices and meeting rooms including demolition of current canopy, erection of new entrance canopy, new ramp, sign and steps with associated internal and external alterations.

It is considered that the details submitted are in keeping with the principles of the overall consented proposal and are sympathetic to the character of the school building and its setting.  No harm is caused to the special interest of the grade II listed building.
