	Reason for granting listed building consent: 

The UCL Language Centre is situated at No 26 Bedford Way, which is in the northern section of the grade II* listed Institute of Education designed by Sir Denys Lasdun. The internal partitions and general layout of this purpose-built educational building were designed to be flexible and to accommodate its ongoing and changing needs. The proposed works consist of the partial refurbishment and reconfiguration of existing office, teaching and laboratory space on the 3rd floor.  The works include new partitioning, suspended ceilings, new doors  Little original fabric survives as the interiors at this level were replaced 25 years ago.  The proposed works also involve new lighting, carpets and decorative finishes, all matching recent refurbishments on other floors of the building. The proposals are not considered to be harmful to the special interest of the listed structure or its architectural significance.

Public consultation was undertaken by means of a site notice and press notice, whereby no responses were received.  Historic England responded by letter on 6 April 2016, authorising the Council to determine the application using its own conservation expertise .  

The site's planning history was taken into account when coming to this decision.  

Special regard has been attached to the desirability of preserving the listed building and its features of special architectural or historic interest, under s.16 of the Listed Buildings and Conservation Areas Act 1990 as amended by the Enterprise and Regulatory Reform Act (ERR) 2013.

As such, the proposal is in general accordance with policy CS14 of the London Borough of Camden Local Development Framework Core Strategy, and policy DP25 of the London Borough of Camden Local Development Framework Development Policies. The proposed development also accords with policy 7.8 of The London Plan 2015 consolidated with alterations since 2011, and paragraphs 14, 17 and 126-141 of the National Planning Policy Framework.
