	Reasons for granting listed building consent:

This application for listed building consent is pursuant to listed building consent ref 2015/0645/L which was granted on 26/05/2015 for various internal alterations to the grade I listed building designed by Sir John Nash.  This application seeks modifications to the existing listed building consent.  

Proposed works at lower-ground floor level comprise the lowering of the floor, the lowering of the level of approved porch slab, raising the height of the lintel over internalised vault 1 door, the installation of an oak boarded floor to the utility room and to the hall, the adjusting of the location of doors in the utility room, the removal of redundant heating ducts from the utility room and WC, and the omission of a curved wall in the proposed cinema room.  Proposed works at upper-ground floor level include installation of oak boarding to the kitchen floor, raising the height of sliding doors between the kitchen and dining room, removal of the false ceiling in the kitchen, the addition of a cornice to match that in the dining room, and the opening up of the wall beneath the main stair. On the first floor, the proposed works comprise the opening up of the existing arch between the reception room and the landing, the fitting of removable sliding doors between the reception room and the study, and the lowering of false ceilings between rooms recessed so as not to affect cornices. On the third floor, it is proposed to omit the proposed double wall housing a retractable TV between bedroom 1 and 2, and remove redundant hot air ducts in bedroom 3.  It is also proposed to amend all lift doors to single leaf to match the approved doors.

The proposed modifications to the existing listed building consent ref 2015/0645/L are minor in nature and only affect postwar fabric and spaces of lesser significance within the property.  The proposed works therefore do not harm the special interest of the grade I listed building.

Public consultation was undertaken by means of a site notice and press notice, whereby no responses were received.  Historic England raised no objections.  Concerns from Primrose Hill CAAC are not applicable as they relate to external works, which do not form part of this listed building consent. The site's planning history was taken into account when coming to this decision.

Special regard has been attached to the desirability of preserving the listed building and its features of special architectural or historic interest, under s.16 of the Listed Buildings and Conservation Areas Act 1990 as amended by the Enterprise and Regulatory Reform Act (ERR) 2013.  

As such, the proposed development is in general accordance with policies CS5 and CS14 and of the London Borough of Camden Local Development Framework Core Strategy, and policies DP24, DP25 and DP26 of the London Borough of Camden Local Development Framework Development Policies. The proposed development also accords with policies 7.4, 7.6 and 7.8 of the London Plan March 2015, consolidated with alterations since 2011; and paragraphs 14, 17, 56-66, and 126-141 of the National Planning Policy Framework.
