	Reasons for granting listed building consent:

The proposed works comprise the installation of new DDA-compliant fully glazed access lift within staircase 62, serving Levels 1, 2 & 3 of the British Library. 

The site is a grade I listed building, completed to the design of Colin St John Wilson and others in the late 1990s.  The areas affected by the proposals are generally of moderate to low historic and architectural significance.

The works are planned in conjunction with the creation of new staff catering facilities on Level 3 occupying the current Readers' and Friends' Lounge and the Writers' and Scholars' Rooms, as part of the delivery of the St Pancras Transformed project.  Currently, access to these spaces is not straightforward, so there is a justified need for a new lift.  It will be a freestanding element positioned in staircase 62 providing direct lift access between Levels 1, 2 and 3.  The lift has been designed as a lightweight addition to the interior, in order to reduce its visual impact.  Its detailed design will integrate with the architectural language of the existing staircase, lightly touching the stair with new landings with structurally glazed balustrades.  The structure will be partially visible through adjacent fenestration on Level 3, but the impact will be minimal on an external area of secondary value at the rear of the library building.

The works are all of a reversible nature and do not involve the removal of significant features of historic or architectural interest.  The works will therefore have limited impact on the special interest of the grade I listed building.

Consultation was undertaken by placement of a press advertisement and a site notice.  Historic England was consulted and authorised the Council on 25 May 2016 to determine the application in accordance with national and local guidance using its own conservation expertise. No objections have been received prior to making this decision. The site's planning history was taken into account in reaching this decision.

Special regard has been attached to the desirability of preserving the listed building and any features of special architectural or historic interest which it possesses, under s.16 of the Listed Buildings and Conservation Areas Act 1990 as amended by the Enterprise and Regulatory Reform Act (ERR) 2013

As such, the proposed development is in general accordance with policies CS5 and CS14 of the London Borough of Camden Local Development Framework Core Strategy, and policies DP24, DP25 and DP26 of the London Borough of Camden Local Development Framework Development Policies. The proposed development also accords with policies 7.4, 7.6 and 7.8 of the London Plan 2016, consolidated with alterations since 2011; and paragraphs 14, 17, 56 -66 and 126-141 of the National Planning Policy Framework.
