	Reasons for granting listed building consent (approval of details):

This approval of details application is for new screens (windows and doors) and for paving, as required by conditions 3(a) & 3(b) of listed building consent reference 2015/5501/L dated 18/02/2016 for enclosure of the lightwell area behind the rear basement, to include the creation of two openings in the existing wings of the basement walls.

It is considered that the details submitted for condition 3(a) of screens, windows and doors are sympathetic with the historic character of the townhouse as well as in keeping with the conservation area context.  Regarding condition 3(b), the applicant states in the submission that there will be no new paving introduced in the courtyard, so it is not necessary to submit further information. In conclusion, the details submitted demonstrate no harm will be caused to the special interest of the grade II listed building.

No public consultation was necessary for this application. The site's planning history was taken into account when coming to this decision.
