	This application concerns the installation of signage and lighting to the front elevation of the terrace occupied by the Hilton Hotel formerly occupied by the Cora Hotel. The listed grade II historic terrace is composed of seven buildings. 

The proposed internally illuminated (letters only) fascia signs and plaque signs are considered acceptable in terms of size, design, level of illumination and location and would preserve and enhance the character and appearance of the conservation area. The proposal will not impact on neighbour amenity in terms of an unacceptable level of light spill nor would it be harmful to either pedestrian or vehicular safety.     

The sites planning and enforcement history and relevant appeal decisions have been taken into account when coming to this decision. 

Special attention has been paid to the desirability of preserving or enhancing the character or appearance of the conservation area, and setting of the listed building under section 72 and 66 of the Listed Buildings and Conservation Areas Act 1990 as amended by the Enterprise and Regulatory Reform Act (ERR) 2013.
