Addition of emergency lighting to the Donaldson Library to comply with local authority compliance requirements and British Standards. The current emergency lighting within the Library does not illuminate the exit routes sufficiently to allow safe egress from the area. The proposal is to add twelve luminaires to the main space column locations. The luminaires will be surfaced installed together with associated cabling. The cabling will be hidden wherever possible, with local areas flush installed to reduce the aesthetic impact. The locations and products proposed to be used are detailed on the drawings accompanying and technical information.

	This application concerns the installation of additional lighting to the Listed Grade I Donaldson Library within the Wilkins Building of UCL. The upgrading and provision of emergency lighting to the historic library interior has been considered in detail. Initial concerns by the planning authority and Historic England relating to the method of installation and integration of the lamps and associated service runs within the historic fabric have been resolved satisfactorily. The cabling is to be run behind the timber and plaster work as discussed on site. No cables will be surface mounted and they will not be visible. Lighting switches are to be located sensitively away from library joinery or decorative plaster details and hidden from view with low visible impact. 

The site's planning history was taken into account when coming to this decision. No objections were received as a result of public consultation.  

Special attention has been paid to the desirability of preserving the special interest of the listed building, under s.16 of the Listed Buildings and Conservation Areas Act 1990 as amended by the Enterprise and Regulatory Reform Act (ERR) 2013.

As such, the proposed development is in general accordance with policies CS5 and CS14 of the London Borough of Camden Local Development Framework Core Strategy, and policies DP24, DP25 and DP26 of the London Borough of Camden Local Development Framework Development Policies. The proposed development also accords with policies 7.4, 7.6 and 7.8 of the London Plan March 2015, consolidated with alterations since 2011; and paragraphs 14, 17, 56-66 and 126-141 of the National Planning Policy Framework.

This application is therefore granted.
