	This application concerns works to the windows of this Grade I building designed by John Nash. The works include the repair and overhaul of windows of historic interest, the replacement of some early sashes in poor repair and the replacement of modern sashes with new to match historic design and profile. In addition the application involves the installation of secondary glazing to reduce the levels of heat loss and traffic noise. 

On the ground and first floor later shutter boxes will be replaced with new shutter boxes designed to avoid any impact on the retained historic joinery and to ensure the secondary glazing is as discreet as possible.

On the upper floors, where no shutter boxes have existed, the secondary glazing is to be installed within the window reveals.

Public consultation was undertaken by placement of a press notice and site notice, whereby no responses were received.  Historic England responded with a letter of flexible authorisation duly stamped and signed by the National Planning Casework Unit. 

The site's planning history was taken into account when coming to this decision.  A previous scheme was granted Listed Building Consent in May 2015 (ref: 2015/0938/L) for the repair and restoration of the windows. For that application a detailed condition/significance survey of all the windows was submitted as was subsequently included as part of the approved documents.

Special regard has been attached to the desirability of preserving the listed building and its features of special architectural or historic interest, under s.16 of the Listed Buildings and Conservation Areas Act 1990 as amended by the Enterprise and Regulatory Reform Act (ERR) 2013.

As such, the proposal is in general accordance with policy CS14 of the London Borough of Camden Local Development Framework Core Strategy, and policy DP25 of the London Borough of Camden Local Development Framework Development Policies. The proposed development also accords with policy 7.8 of the London Plan 2011, and paragraphs 14, 17 and 126-141 of the National Planning Policy Framework.

The application is therefore granted approval.
