Proposal

The proposed works to Flat 2 which occupies part ground floor and lower floor of the property entails works to the rear light well serving the lower ground floor bedroom. 

The proposed works comprise the reconstruction of the retaining wall to the light well replacement of the access steps from lower ground floor to patio area and the enclosure of the light well with a white aluminum framed glazed roof.
The House including attached wall and railings (latter to the front of the house) is Grade 11 Listed.

Detached Studio House, c 1876-1881, by Batterbury & Huxley. Red brick with rubbed brick cornice bands above ground floor, at  1st floor sill level and eaves level. Tiled roof with symmetrical brick pedimented Flemish type gables (to front and rear) and central gabled dormer all of Symmetrical design. Slightly recessed central entrance bay with gauged brick round –arched entrance having large Keystone surmounted by a ball finial; paneled door with sidelights and overlight. 
Ground and 1st floors have gauged brick flat arches and dressings to flush framed sashes, upper portions only with glazing bars. Attic casements of 3 lights with moulded cornices; flanked by brick pilasters supporting pediments with rubbed brick plaques.

Notes relating to the above record.

Date of house; Given as 1876-1881 plaque above rear door is dated 1880.

Architects Batterbury & Huxley were well known and of high regard in the period and were responsible for many houses in the Hampstead and North London areas including other houses in Hampstead Hill Gardens, most of which if still remaining are listed.
Other Points relating to the record.
No mention or description is given for the rear elevation cast and wrought iron Juliet balconies to the ground floor (the balcony to the right hand pair of ground floor windows to this rear elevation is missing) and First windows which is an omission from the record.
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No mention or record is noted relating to the single storey rear extension which was completed in the 1980’s. Which although the brickwork (red facings) and plain tiled roofs are similar to the original house the windows are not in keeping.
The house was subdivided and converted to 4 flats also in the 1980’s at which time I am given to believe the ground and first floor windows described in the record as sash (as front elevation) were all changed to inward opening painted timber patio doors. Please refer to already submitted photographs.

The original design of the house as conceived by the architects Batterbury & Huxley particularly rear and side elevations have been compromised during its lifespan.

The listing history and description given on the Historic England site is the same as given on Camden’s listing description for the house.

Other Historical Information.

The building has no blue plaques and search has not produced any significant past residents to add to the Architectural historical interest.
Conservation Area.

The house including all of Hampstead Hill Gardens is within the Camden, Hampstead Conservation Area Sub Area 3 (Willoughby Road/Downshire Hill)
It is noted in the Camden Report page 35 that although No. 4 is listed the noted outstanding houses in Hampstead Hill Gardens are Stucco finished semis Nos. 14-20 & Nos. 25-33.

The proposed works to No. 4 will have no detrimental affect to the conservation area being sited at the rear of the property and not easily viewed from public areas or from adjacent properties.
Design

The proposed works comprise the reconstruction of the retaining wall to the light well replacement of the access steps from lower ground floor to patio area and the enclosure of the light well with a white aluminum framed glazed roof.

The requirements for the enclosure of the light well are as follows;

To create a small additional but useable space to the bedroom. 

To improve the ventilation with openable vents to glazed roof and over the side door, since the only means of ventilation to the present bedroom is to open the doors which cannot be left open for security reasons.

To provide easier egress from bedroom to patio area, the present steps are dog legged, but lower flight does not connect directly to upper flight plus there are no handrails.

The present space provided by the well is too small to be of any use other than to provide light.
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The design with the pitched glazed roof and low upstand wall is to minimise the impact on the overall appearance of the building and provide reasonable height in the area but still maintain maximum amount of light to the bedroom. The provision of a pitched roof fixed on two sides to the existing walls and one side to the new wall minimises the effect on the existing property and reduces any conflict to exiting features. The one window which is to be reduced in height to accommodate the roof is part of the 1980’s extension but appearance will be that of the existing unit. The existing face brickwork to the lower ground floor which will be enclosed will remain as face brickwork no plaster or other finish to be added. The other which will be internal walls will be rendered / plastered and painted white which will provide for additional reflected light. The lower wall to the extension is already white painted render.
Due to differing levels and surrounding patio area the extension’s new roof will be difficult to view from the garden and is shielded on the South side by the existing rear entrance steps etc to the house. Thus reducing its overall impact on the overall rear elevation of the house. Also by use of planting in pots etc (refer to submitted photos) as per the existing arrangement this will further screen the addition.
