	Reasons for granting listed building consent:

This application concerns the installation of a fireplace in the entrance hall of No. 6 Fitzroy Square which is owned and occupied by the Georgian Group. No. 6 Fitzroy Square is grade I listed and is within the Fitzroy Square Conservation Area.

The neighbouring houses along the east side of Fitzroy Square all appear to have had fireplaces in their hallways and there is evidence that there was originally a fireplace in the hallway of No. 6 also. The original flue appears to be retained and there are indications of the fire surround in the stone paving of the hall and the wall plaster.

The design of the proposed fireplace is taken from Adam details found within the neighbouring architecture. The proportions are to match the historic fireplace evidence found in the hallway and the new chimney piece will be made of fine-grained Portland stone.

By reinstating an important architectural element this application is considered to enhance this very fine historic entrance hall.

Public consultation was undertaken by placement of a press notice and site notice, and no responses were received.  Historic England wrote with a letter of flexible authorisation stamped and dated by National Planning Casework Unit.

The site's planning history was taken into account when coming to this decision.  

Special regard has been attached to the desirability of preserving the listed building and its features of special architectural or historic interest, under s.16 of the Listed Buildings and Conservation Areas Act 1990 as amended by the Enterprise and Regulatory Reform Act (ERR) 2013.

As such, the proposal is in general accordance with policy CS14 of the London Borough of Camden Local Development Framework Core Strategy, and policy DP25 of the London Borough of Camden Local Development Framework Development Policies. The proposed development also accords with policy 7.8 of The London Plan 2016 consolidated with alterations since 2011, and paragraphs 14, 17 and 126-141 of the National Planning Policy Framework.
