	16 neighbouring properties were consulted by letter on the 31/08/2016 and were re-consulted on the amended plans and certificate B on the 04/10/2016. A site notice was put up at the site on the 02/09/2016 and a second site notice was put up at the site on the 14/10/2016.

2 objections and 1 comment were received making the following points:-
1. The applicant does not have freeholder consent for these works.
Case Officer’s Response: This is a civil matter to be resolved between  the respective landowners. The granting of planning permission does not purport to override any property rights at the site.

2. Would object to an increase in the size of the windows.

Case Officer’s Response: The amended plans show no increase in the size of the windows.
3. The side elevation window would overlook the neighbouring terrace.

Case Officer’s Response:  The amended plans show no increase in the size of the windows. The replacement side elevation sash window would be the same size as the existing casement window that it replaces. There would therefore be no increase in overlooking of the neighbouring terrace.
