The Proposed Work: Demolition of the 'Centenary' and 'Wathan Hall' buildings and erection of new four storey building with glazed link to original school building, two storey rear extension with external terrace and enlarged basement replacing the existing Wathan Hall, and enlargement of rear roof storey and insertion of three dormer windows to old school building, all in association with providing additional accommodation for the existing school use (Class D1).
We make every effort to reach a decision as soon as possible. The government sets targets for deciding these types of application within 8 weeks. We aim to make a decision on your application by 17 February 2017.

If your fee was paid by cheque and the bank refuses to honour it, your application will not be valid. We will not be able to deal with the application until you have paid the full fee.

We are legally required to consult on your application with individuals who may be affected by the proposals. We may notify neighbours by letter or put up a notice on or near the site. In certain cases, applications are also advertised in a local newspaper. We will also display your application form and any accompanying drawings or documents you submitted on our website. We must allow 21 days from the consultation start date for responses to be received. A decision cannot be made until after the 21 day consultation period. Comments received after that time will only be taken into account if no decision has yet been made on the application. 

We may need to clarify or discuss certain aspects of your application, or negotiate revisions with you before we are able to make a recommendation on your proposal. Your application may therefore take longer than the statutory 13 week period to deal with.

Most applications are decided by officers under powers delegated to the director of culture and environment . However major applications being recommended for approval will always be decided by the Development Control Committee.

Any proposal which adds more than 100sqm of floorspace or one unit or more of residential accommodation, may have to pay for the Mayor of London’s Community Infrastructure Levy (CIL). Please see the following link for more information www.camden.gov.uk/cil.

If you do not receive a decision by the above date, you have the right of appeal to the Planning Inspectorate after that date.  Appeals should be submitted within 3 months of the above date.
