	Reasons for granting listed building consent: 

This application is of a retrospective nature and is for the repair and reconstruction of the grade II listed eighteenth century gateposts which form the main entrance to the grade I listed Burgh House, which is situated in New End Square within the Hampstead Conservation Area.  The gateposts sit within a high yellow brick wall and are constructed from red brick with stone bands and capitals. They hold wrought iron gates and an overthrow.  

Over several decades the masonry work of the gateposts had deteriorated primarily due to weathering and organic growth.  The trustees of Burgh House, on the advice of Historic England, took the decision to restore and where necessary rebuild both piers.  The work involved retaining as much historic fabric as possible, but piecing in new bricks and stone bands where components were structurally unsound or beyond repair. Joints were repointed using a lime-rich mortar mix, rather than a cementitious product which had previously been used and contributed to the decay.  All the surviving masonry work was also cleaned using a water pressure system.  Although listed building consent was not originally applied for, the works were undertaken to a high standard ensuring the longevity of the listed structure, and enhancing the setting of Burgh House itself and the surrounding conservation area context.  As such the works preserve the special interest of the grade II listed gateposts.

Public consultation was undertaken by placement of a press notice and site notice, and no responses were received.  The site's planning history was taken into account when coming to this decision.  

Special regard has been attached to the desirability of preserving the listed building and its features of special architectural or historic interest, under s.16 of the Listed Buildings and Conservation Areas Act 1990 as amended by the Enterprise and Regulatory Reform Act (ERR) 2013.

As such, the proposal is in general accordance with policy CS14 of the London Borough of Camden Local Development Framework Core Strategy, and policy DP25 of the London Borough of Camden Local Development Framework Development Policies. The proposed development also accords with policy 7.8 of The London Plan 2015 consolidated with alterations since 2011, and paragraphs 14, 17 and 126-141 of the National Planning Policy Framework.
