	Reasons for granting listed building consent (retrospective):

The works comprise the re-landscaping of the rear garden of the grade II listed townhouse, which is surrounded by a high boundary wall.  The property is situated in the Camden Town Conservation Area.  

The works have already been undertaken and it understood replace a previous garden layout which had become overgrown and uncared for.  The new layout comprises an artificial lawn at the rear of the garden, plus an area of gravel closer to the house which is bounded on one side by a perimeter flower-bed.  The works do not touch the historic fabric of the house, but affect its setting.  Although modern surfacing has been provided, which may not be in keeping with the historic nature of the house or original landscaping of the garden, it is considered that the works have a neutral impact on the setting of the listed building.  It should be noted that the garden is not visible from the public realm and is not a dominant feature in views from neighbouring properties.

It is therefore considered that there is no harm caused to the special interest of the grade II listed building.

Public consultation was undertaken by placement of a press notice and site notice, and no responses were received.  The site's planning history was taken into account when coming to this decision.  

Special regard has been attached to the desirability of preserving the listed building and its features of special architectural or historic interest, under s.16 of the Listed Buildings and Conservation Areas Act 1990 as amended by the Enterprise and Regulatory Reform Act (ERR) 2013.

As such, the proposal is in general accordance with policy CS14 of the London Borough of Camden Local Development Framework Core Strategy, and policy DP25 of the London Borough of Camden Local Development Framework Development Policies. The proposed development also accords with policy 7.8 of The London Plan 2015 consolidated with alterations since 2011, and paragraphs 14, 17 and 126-141 of the National Planning Policy Framework.
