	This application concerns the details of samples and materials relating to  Condition 4 a), b) and c), LBC 2016/0148/P granted 26/04/2016 involving internal thermal upgrading, additional secondary glazing and new dado power and data trunking to the first floor east block office/ meeting rooms of the purpose built Friends Meeting House on Euston Road . The areas involved have incurred some historic changes and few original features remain in these conference rooms.  The specific areas of work are of low architectural significance and it is considered this upgrading will help ensure the ongoing use of the building for training and meetings as well as to provide income to the Friends. These works will not involve the loss of historic fabric and are not considered to harm the significance of the purposed built Grade II Friends House. 

The submitted details are considered to preserve the special interest of this fine grade II listed building dating from 1927 and designed by Hubert Lidbetter. The submitted details are considered sufficient to discharge the relevant parts of Condition 4 2014/6816/L, and permission is therefore granted

The works are all internal and as such formal consultation was not required. 

The site's planning history was taken into account when coming to this decision.  

Special attention has been paid to the desirability of preserving the special interest of the listed building, under s.16 of the Listed Buildings and Conservation Areas Act 1990 as amended by the Enterprise and Regulatory Reform Act (ERR) 2013.
