	Reasons for granting listed building consent:

The current tenants are vacating the 4th floor offices of this grade II listed building and are required by the terms of their lease to return the interior to its condition prior to their occupancy. The works subject of this application include: removal of internal partitioning and floor finishes; isolation of pipework to bathrooms and kitchens; removal of disabled shower and WC; removal of plasterboard ceilings in shower area; disconnection and removal of electrical items including light fittings, speakers in ceilings, electric panel heaters, distribution boards and power supplies in internal partitions; reinstatement of previous light fittings; works of redecoration; laying of new flooring.

Since the 4th floor office spaces are of a simple modern nature, the proposed works do not impact on any historic internal features.  Neither do they impact on the historic envelope of the building.  As such, the proposed works do not impact on the special interest of the grade II listed building.

Special regard has been attached to the desirability of preserving the special interest of the listed building under s.16 of the Listed Buildings and Conservation Areas Act 1990 as amended by the Enterprise and Regulatory Reform Act (ERR) 2013.
