	Reasons for granting listed building:

The application site is a recently converted one-bedroom flat at third floor level within the grade I listed St Pancras Chambers.  It is proposed to add a mezzanine level to the existing bedroom which will be located above the bathroom and bedroom areas.  This mezzanine, is well set back from the external envelope of the listed building, will read as a contrasting modern intervention, and will be approached from stairs located within the bedroom.  It is also proposed to upgrade the bathroom fittings and tiling. In addition, the works involve the installation of Selectaglaze secondary glazing to all of the three north-facing windows. 

There are precedents in other flats at St Pancras Chambers for mezzanines and secondary glazing.  The construction and detailed design of the items proposed in this application are of a similar nature and in keeping with the historic interiors of the flat. The works to the bathroom do not affect historic fabric.  The works therefore will not harm the special interest of the grade I listed building.  

Consultation was undertaken by placement of a press notice and a site notice, but no responses were received. Historic England was notified of the application and responded with a letter of flexible authorisation, endorsed by the Secretary of State and dated 5 January 2016. The site's planning history was taken into account when coming to this decision.

Special regard has been attached to the desirability of preserving the listed building or its setting or any features of special architectural or historic interest which it possesses, under s.16 of the Listed Buildings and Conservation Areas Act 1990 as amended by the Enterprise and Regulatory Reform Act (ERR) 2013.

As such, the proposal is in general accordance with policy CS14 of the London Borough of Camden Local Development Framework Core Strategy, and policy DP25 of the London Borough of Camden Local Development Framework Development Policies, and policies D1 and D2 of the emerging London Borough of Camden Local Plan. The proposed development also accords with policy 7.8 of The London Plan 2015 consolidated with alterations since 2011, and paragraphs 14, 17 and 126-141 of the National Planning Policy Framework.
