	Reasons for granting listed building consent:

The application site is a grade II listed building, The Forum, which is a large and impressive former Art Deco cinema, built in 1934, and situated on the west side of Highgate Road.  It later became an Irish dance hall, and in the 1980s became a notable music venue called The Town & Country Club, later renamed The Forum.

The proposed works are to temporarily support the existing front-of-house hanging points whilst installing new steelwork for new hanging points which will have a greater capacity (2 tonnes rather than 1 tonne) and which will be positioned slightly further upstage to provide the extra capacity for various touring shows to utilise.  Once the installation is complete the existing redundant points will be removed.  All the new steelwork will be located in the existing roof void, and therefore will not have a visual impact on the auditorium or any other areas of historic significance within the building.  The new steelwork will be of a reversible nature, and will not interfere with the integrity of the historic roof structure.  

It is considered there will be no adverse impact on historic fabric, and therefore no harm is caused to the special interest of the grade II listed building.

No public consultation was necessary for this application. The site's planning history was taken into account when coming to this decision.     

Special regard has been attached to the desirability of preserving the listed building and its features of special architectural or historic interest, under s.16 of the Listed Buildings and Conservation Areas Act 1990 as amended by the Enterprise and Regulatory Reform Act (ERR) 2013. 

As such, the proposal is in general accordance with policy CS14 of the London Borough of Camden Local Development Framework Core Strategy, and policy DP25 of the London Borough of Camden Local Development Framework Development Policies, and policies D1 and D2 of the Camden Local Plan Submission Draft 2016. The proposed development also accords with policy 7.8 of the London Plan 2016, and paragraphs 14, 17 and 126-141 of the National Planning Policy Framework.

	The emerging Camden Local Plan is reaching the final stages of its public examination.  Consultation on proposed modifications to the Submission Draft Local Plan began on 30 January and ends on 13 March 2017.
