Introduction
The purpose of the Construction Management Plan (CMP) is to help developers to minimise construction impacts, and relates to both on site activity and the transport arrangements for vehicles servicing the site.
It is intended to be a live document whereby different stages will be completed and submitted for application as the development progresses.
The completed and signed CMP must address the way in which any impacts associated with the proposed works, and any cumulative impacts of other nearby construction sites, will be mitigated and managed. The level of detail required in a CMP will depend on the scale and kind of development. Further policy guidance is set out in Camden Planning Guidance (CPG)  6: Amenity and (CPG) 8: Planning Obligations.
This CMP follows the best practice guidelines as described in Tr an sp ort f or Londo n ’s (TfL’s Standard for Construction Logistics and Cyclist Safety (CLOCS) scheme) and Camd en ’s  Minimum Requirements for Building Construction (CMRBC).

The approved contents of this CMP must be complied with unless otherwise agreed with the Council in writing. The project manager shall work with the Council to review this CMP if problems arise in relation to the construction of the development. Any future revised plan must also be approved by the Council and complied with thereafter.

It should be noted that any agreed CMP does not prejudice or override the need to obtain any separate consents or approvals such as for road closures or hoarding licences.
If your scheme involves any demolition, you need to make an application to the Council’s Building Control Service. Please complete the “Demolition Notice”
Please complete the questions below with additional sheets, drawings and plans as required. The boxes will expand to accommodate the information provided, so please provide as much information as is necessary. It is preferable if this document is completed electronically and submitted as a Word file to allow comments to be easily documented.

Community Liaison
A neighbourhood consultation process must have been undertaken prior to submission of the CMP first draft.
Significant time savings can be made by running an effective neighbourhood consultation process. This must be undertaken in the spirit of cooperation rather than one that is dictatorial and unsympathetic to the wellbeing of local residents and businesses.
These are most effective when initiated as early as possible and conducted in a manner that involves the local community. Involving locals in the discussion and decision making process helps with their understanding of what is being proposed in terms of the development process. The consultation and discussion process should have already started, with the results incorporated into the CMP first draft submitted to the Council for discussion and sign off. This communication should then be ongoing during the works, with neighbours and any community liaison groups being regularly updated with programmed works and any changes that may occur due to unforeseen circumstances through newsletters, emails and meetings.
Please note that for larger sites, details of a construction working group may be required as a separate S106 obligation. If this is necessary, it will be set out in the S106 Agreement as a separate requirement on the developer.

Cumulative impact
Sites located within high concentrations of construction activity that will attract large numbers of vehicle movements should consider establishing contact with other sites in the vicinity in order to manage traffic routeing and volumes. Developers in the Tottenham Court Road area have done this to great effect.
The Council can advise on this if necessary.
1. Consultation
The Council expects meaningful consultation. For large sites, this may mean two or more meetings with local residents prior to submission of the first draft CMP.
Evidence of who was consulted, how the consultation was conducted and a summary of the comments received in response to the consultation. Details of meetings including minutes, lists of attendees etc. must be included.
In response to the comments received, the CMP should then be amended where appropriate and, where not appropriate, a reason should be given. Should a complaint be received regarding works that are taking place, those works will be put on hold temporarily until agreement can be reached with regards any noisy works restrictions etc. If agreement cannot be reached, we would seek to involve a representative from Camden council to agree a way forward.

Site Traffic

4. Traffic routing: “Clients shall ensure that a suitable, risk assessed vehicle route to the site is specified and that the route is communicated to all contractors and drivers. Clients shall make contractors and any other service suppliers aware that they are to use these routes at all times unless unavoidable diversions occur.” (P19, 3.4.5)

For now we leave the text and diagrams as shown and will re-submit with updated text and swept path diagrams etc prior to commencement of the works.
A road closure has been granted for works to 29/30 Kings Mews so our proposal now is that our gantry will be at a height and width to allow access (inc site traffic for No’s 27 & 28, emergency vehicles & other occupants of Kings Mews) down the mews. We therefore request that we still be permitted a 5m high gantry but with maintained drive through access below. New swept path analysis drawings have been prepared and are submitted with this revision. (NB – we have not yet submitted the gantry application as Camden already have our cheque for road closure which needs to be cancelled)

5. Control of site traffic, particularly at peak hours: “Clients shall consider other options to plan and control vehicles and reduce peak hour deliveries” (P20, 3.4.6)
Construction vehicle movements are generally acceptable between 9.30am to 4.30pm on weekdays and between 8.00am and 1.00pm on Saturdays). If there is a school in the vicinity of the site or on the proposed access and/or egress routes, then deliveries must be restricted to between 9.30am and 3pm on weekdays during term time. (Refer to the Guide for  Contractors Working in Camden).

A delivery plan should ensure that deliveries arrive at the correct part of site at the correct time. Instructions explaining such a plan should be sent to all suppliers and contractors. Consideration should be given to the location of any necessary holding areas for large sites with high volumes of traffic. Vehicles must not wait or circulate on the public highway. Whilst deliveries should be given set times to arrive, dwell and depart, no undue time pressures should be placed upon the driver at any time.

The strategy below provides an indicative parking and loading arrangement for construction vehicles associated with the site. Full details and the final strategy will be provided once discussed and agreed with Camden Borough Council prior to commencement.
As no vehicular access to the site is provided, it is considered that all loading activity will need to take place from the single yellow line space on King’s Mews, located immediately adjacent to the site frontage. It is proposed that a hoarded skip is placed on the carriageway adjacent to the site and spoil will be fed by conveyor into the spoil storage area. The proposed site set up is shown in Motion drawing 160134-02, attached. Skips will be collected up to twice per day during the demolition and excavation phases of the works.
Skip vehicles will pull past the site and reverse into the temporary loading area, as shown in Motion Drawing 160134-TK01. Motion drawing 160134-TK02 shows a ready-mix concrete vehicle (the largest vehicle expected to access the site) entering and leaving the proposed loading area. No skip will be located on the carriageway when a concrete delivery is scheduled.
Vehicular access along King’s Mews will be maintained and banksmen will be positioned outside the frontage of the site to guide vehicles around a vehicle when it is located within the temporary loading area.

A hoarding will be installed around the site and will have a lockable access. The hoarding will contain scaffolding and will not extend more than 0.5 metres from the site frontage. All materials and plan will be stored on site and deliveries will be on a ‘just-in-time’ bases so as to minimise the storage requirements on site. Welfare facilities will also be provided on site. Further details will be provided following the appointment of a contractor.
Highway interventions

The site is located on the eastern side of King’s Mews within the London Borough of Camden, just north of the A401 Theobalds Road. The site is located approximately 500 metres north of Chancery Lane Underground Station. The site operates currently as a garage and as such, two points of vehicle access to the site are provided from King’s Mews.


The land use in the vicinity of the site comprises of a mixture of commercial and residential uses. The development proposals comprise the demolition of the existing garage and the construction of a new 4 storey property including a new basement level.


The location of the site in relation to the surrounding area is shown below:

The development proposals comprise the demolition of the existing garage and the construction of a new 4 storey property including a new basement level. The development creates 7no new apartments.


The property is fronted to the west by King’s Mews which is a two-way single lane carriageway road and is subject to a 20mph speed restriction. King’s Mews is 7.6 metres wide outside the frontage of the property and narrows at its southern end where it joins the A401. Single yellow lines run along both sides of King’s Mew in the vicinity of the site and a footway is provided along the western side of the road. The existing highway layout is shown in Drawing 160134-01, appended to this pro- forma.


The site is bound to the north, east and south by adjacent residential and commercial properties and is bound to the west by King’s Mews. There is footway is provided along the eastern side of King’s Mews. No garden or outside space is available on site.


NOTE – this plan deals with the demolition phase also so a separate DMP is not being produced.


The main issues and challenges we envisage with this project are as follows:


Working adjacent to party wall boundaries on 3 sides – following party wall award, we will then be making every effort (through initial consultation and ongoing good communication) to keep those most affected by the work up to speed as to progress, any major events that may affect them (eg craneage) etc


Deliveries to the site could be an issue but our current plan, subject to a meeting with highways and to their agreement, would be to apply for a full road closure, maintaining the pavement opposite the site and allowing vehicular access in either end of the road for those living or working there. This would allow us to safely hoard the section of road outside of the site, with drive through access via gates in the hoarding meaning we can safely offload within the site compound. We would look to have a gantry above this section for site welfare and storage etc. Highways have now advised that a full road closure will not be permitted as the other end of Kings Mews is closed. Please see updated swept path diagrams (in supporting info) showing how vehicles will enter and leave via Northington St. We are waiting on Highways confirmation that we can still have full width gantry maintaining drive through for those needing access beyond our site. A delivery schedule will be drawn up with the other project managers (No’s 27, 28 & 29-30) to ensure that the public highway is not obstructed during delivery times and that there are no delivery clashes.


Priority will be given to maintaining good and safe access for pedestrians using the road

All subcontractors and suppliers to the site will be advised at point of our placing orders of the requirement to comply with the council requirements as laid out in the  CLOCS Overview document. We will put in writing at point of order / set up of supply contract that CLOCS requirements must be adhered to. 


Our principle suppliers for the site will be Travis Perkins who are already signed up to the FORS scheme (Gold) plus Lawsons & T Brewer – both of whom have FORS Silver certification. Waste will be cleared by Metro Waste who are also registered (Bronze). The demolition contractors (Demo One,) are also accredited with FORS scheme (Bronze). 


We will carry out office based checks on all new suppliers to check their compliance and if not signed up to the FORS scheme, then they will be asked to advise on driver training regime & vehicle equipment, such as blind spot minimisation.


Site based checks to ensure compliance will be carried out.


We would note that on another of our sites, A CLOCS inspection was carried out (via CCS) in January ‘ 17 and this was very positive, with just the site based checks of vehicles to be improved on, as proper records were not being kept. This is now being implemented.





I confirm that we will include the requirement to abide by the CLOCS Standard in all contracts to my subcontractors and suppliers:








It is anticipated that the construction vehicles will access the site from the A5200 (Grays Inn Road) tuning into Northington Street travelling westbound. Vehicles will pull past Kings Mews, reversing in to the Mews using banksmen, to access the site. Vehicles will leave the site in a forward gear, making a left turn onto Northington Street. See revised Swept Path Analysis showing a ready-mix concrete mixer (the largest vehicle expected to access the site).


It will be required that all deliveries call a minimum of 20 minutes prior to arrival at the site to ensure that the appropriate loading area is available. All vehicle movements to and from the loading areas will be managed by a minimum of two trained banksmen.


The potential risks to both cyclists and pedestrians have been considered and vehicles with appropriate safety equipment will be used. It will be required that all vehicles will be fitted with safety bars, additional mirrors and advisory signage. It will also be required that drivers must have undertaken a cyclist safety awareness course. Drivers will also be made aware prior to travelling to the site of the presence of a Sandander Cycle docking station on Northington Street.


The vehicle routeing plan will be reviewed and confirmed following any further discussions with officers at Camden Borough Council.


There will be no contractors vehicles parked on King’s Mews. Those requiring all day parking


will use the National Car Park on Farringdon Road. Those visiting the site by car for a short time will use the pay and display parking spaces within the surrounding CPZ.








All contractors, delivery companies and visitors will be advised of and required to adhere to the specified route and all other measures detailed in this plan prior to journeys being undertaken. All contractors and visitors to the site will be advised to travel to the site by public transport or on foot or by cycle. The Construction Project Manager will provide all site personnel with details of local public transport services.

We are aware of consented development works near 20-21 King’s Mews. The Construction Project Manager will liaise with the Project Managers of the consented developments to ensure that deliveries are coordinated where possible. The contractor will continue to monitor the progress of planning applications in the area and will ensure that deliveries are coordinated with any consented schemes if appropriate.








The Construction Project Manager must be notified at least 24 hours before and all drivers will be informed of the vehicle route and location of the appropriate loading area prior to departure, ,confirming that the loading area is clear. If the loading area is not available, the vehicle shall not proceed to the site and will be given an alternative delivery time. Vehicles will not be permitted to wait, stack or circulate on the roads within the borough.





 Following the query raised by yourselves, we confirm as follows:


We do not believe that bays will need to be suspended in the surrounding streets to provide holding areas. 


The deliveries will be timed / co-ordinated to avoid vehicles waiting to offload and they will be offloaded directly outside the site in a timely and efficient manner.

The existing and proposed building occupies the entirety of the site and, as such, no vehicle access into the site is available. On this basis, it is proposed that all deliveries will take place from a temporary vehicle loading area on King’s Mews located adjacent to the frontage of the site, as shown in Motion drawing 160134-02.


As there is no vehicular access to the site, it is proposed that a skip is located on King’s Mews, adjacent to the site frontage. A temporary vehicle loading area will also be located on the single line space adjacent to the frontage of the property. A hoarding containing scaffolding will also be installed around the frontage of the property as shown in drawing 160134-02 which will not extend more than 0.5 metres from the site frontage.


Motion Drawing 160134-TK01 shows a skip lorry accessing the proposed vehicle loading area. The vehicle will reverse down Kings Mews toward the site and reverse onto the skip. Motion drawing 160134-TK02 shows a ready-mix concrete lorry (the largest vehicle expected to access the site) entering and leaving the proposed loading area. No skip will be located on the carriageway when a concrete delivery is scheduled.





All vehicle manoeuvres to and from the proposed loading area will be supervised by trained banksmen in order to manage the interaction between pedestrians, cyclists and other road users.

Vehicles will not access the site and as such wheel washing facilities will not be required. Any material transferred to the footway will be cleared immediately.

As no vehicular access to the site is provided, it is proposed that a temporary vehicle loading area will be located on the single yellow line space adjacent to the frontage of the property. In addition, it is proposed that a skip is also located on the single yellow line space adjacent to the frontage of the site for the storage of waste and spoil. A hoarding will be installed around the skip. The proposed site setup during construction is as per our sketch submitted to Niall Lambe of Camden Highways and subsequent email regards keeping open drive through access for the other sites and residents beyond our site. A secure and lockable hoarding will also be installed around the frontage of the property which will contain scaffolding.  NB We are reviewing the feasibility of skips currently and may revert to wait & load if the gantry and requirements for access through do not allow space for a skip left on site.


Vehicular access along King’s Mews will be maintained at all times. All building materials and site accommodation will be accommodated on site. No footway diversion will be necessary as there is no footway along the eastern side of King’s Mews.








Appropriate signage and lighting will be provided on the site hoarding and on the hoarding surrounding the skip. Further details will be provided following meeting with highways and prior to commencement.





No diversions are currently proposed. Further details and confirmation of the delivery strategy will be provided by the contractor, once appointed and prior to commencement.





The potential risks to both cyclists and pedestrians have been considered and vehicles with appropriate safety equipment will be used. It will be required that all vehicles will be fitted with safety bars, additional mirrors and advisory signage. It will also be required that drivers must have undertaken a cyclist safety awareness course. Drivers will also be made aware prior to travelling to the site of the presence of a Sandander Cycle docking station on Northington Street.


In addition, traffic marshals will be available on site at all times and will supervise all vehicle movements to and from the loading area and will also supervise all loading/unloading activity and the transferal of material into the site so as to manage the interaction of construction activity with pedestrians, cyclists and other vehicles.





A lockable site hoarding will be installed along the frontage of the site. The site hoarding and gantry will be erected in such a way as to maintain the width and height required for all vehicles, including larger emergency vehicles etc. We are still waiting on sign off by highways to confirm that our proposal is acceptable. All relevant licences for the hoarding, scaffolding and skip will be applied for by the Construction Project Manager and the requirements will be confirmed by the contractor prior to commencement.

We now understand that there will be on site power and no generator will be required.


It is anticipated that ready mix tubs of mortar will be used so no on site cement mixers are required and carpentry wise, a chop saw will be used but at this stage the building envelope will be completed and equipment will be used internally, thereby vastly reducing the noise outside of the façade.





Automated noise monitoring was undertaken on the proposed site (by KP acoustic).


The choice of these positions was based both on accessibility and on collecting representative noise data in relation to the nearest noise sensitive receivers relative to the proposed plant installation. The duration of the survey was between 09:30 on 04/02/2016 and


11:00 on 05/02/2016.


Initial inspection of the site revealed that the background noise profile at the monitoring location was dominated by road traffic noise from the surrounding roads.


The weather during the course of the survey was generally dry with wind speeds within acceptable tolerances and therefore suitable for the measurement of environmental noise. The measurement procedure generally complied with ISO 1996-2:2007 Acoustics “Description, measurement and assessment of environmental noise.

The  Best  Practicable  Means (BPM),  as  defined  in Section 72  of  the  Control of  Pollution  Act 1974, shall be employed at all times to reduce noise (including  vibration) to a minimum, with reference to the general principles contained in British Standard BS5228: 2009 ‘Noise and  Vibration  Control  on  Construction  and  Open  Sites’.











Where the measured noise levels are more than 3 dB above the predicted noise levels or in the event  of a complaint  of noise  an investigation  shall  be carried  out to ascertain  the cause of the exceedance  or the complaint  and to check that Best Practicable  Means are being  used  to  control  the  noise  in  accordance  with  the  steps  set  out  in  the  application  for ‘prior consent’.  Noise levels shall be reduced further if it is reasonably practicable to do so.

Ensuring that the existing building envelope is retained intact and openings are kept closed during noisy and dusty works

All direct staff are trained internally in accordance with BS5228, COP for noise and vibration control on construction and open sites with direct reference to Regulation 8 of the Control of Vibration at Work Regulations 2005 for employee health.


All sub-contractors are to provide evidence of their own training in respect of CoVaWR, with particular attention to (HAV), (WBV), assessment and management of reducing exposure limits.

General advice for all construction and demolition sites, as recommended within the Mayor’s SPG for Control of Dust and Emissions during Construction and Demolition (July 2014) include the following:


Dust suppression and screening must be carried out to minimise the transfer of dust into neighbouring properties. 


Dust generated by the construction process will be suppressed via a fine directional spray jet of water aimed at the source, and any material to be transported to be wetted down prior to transit.


Skips, chutes and conveyors should be completely covered and, if necessary, completely enclosed to ensure that dust does not escape. 


Drop heights should be minimised to control the fall of materials 


Material as cement, sand, and other aggregates are sealed after use and stored in enclosed or bunded containers or silos and not allowed to dry out, unless this is required for a particular process, in which case should additional control measures are taken in place.


Cutting equipment to be used with water suppressant and/or suitable extract system


No burning of waste wood or other materials on site


The stockpiling of dust generating materials on site will be minimised


Wet brushing techniques will be used for cleaning


Regular checks for visual observation of dust and soiling within 50m of site


Screening to be erected surrounding site boundaries where possible


Regular monitoring may be necessary during the construction operations on site, in order to ensure that measured pollutants do not exceed safe levels, in positions agreed with the Local Authority. Furthermore, according to IAQM guidelines, it would be necessary to inspect the area in the local vicinity of the construction works to ensure that surfaces are not soiled by dust emissions from the site, with suitable cleaning offered if necessary. In order to minimise this, it would be recommended that screens are erected around the site boundaries as appropriate.

Noise and vibration monitoring will carried out at elevations of buildings at source through attended monitoring using calibrated equipment: vibration meter SDL800 : Standard S7805 sound meter.


Points for monitoring will be at each source of deconstruction and piling for each level as prescribed by both BS5228-1:2 to ensure vertical monitoring up to roof level from each operation for vibration through cutting and breaking of slab, with immediate vibration monitoring at set pile locations indicated by the Client structural engineer.


At all times of operations continual review and assessment of operations will be carried out to ensure that set reduction measures can be improved on further to exceedances or possible complaints.


During working hours under planning conditions noise monitoring will reduce as works progress to internal fit out within an enclosed working environment. All complaints will automatically be reviewed against site records with any exceedances fully investigated to further improve on noise and vibration mitigation measures. All incidents recorded within the site incident logbook at the site office.

For continued dust soiling management the site manager will carry out daily checks on site levels at boundary caused from works within site and during every delivery / removal of materials along the agreed delivery route.


Water suppressant and sweeping of the site boundary along with additional jet wash and sweeping of all public areas will be carried out following daily and activity inspection as part of the site manager checklist for site management.

Initial baiting has been undertaken by Armour Pest control, Contact details: Adam - 07875 485581


During site set up phase, if any evidence of current rodent infestation is found, the pest control contractor will be instructed to take necessary measures, until such point as the problem has been dealt with. 


Record will be kept of this as necessary.


Visual inspections will continue to take place at all likely entry points and any evidence of faeces, gnawing etc will result in the appropriate actions being taken. 


Method of removal would be by a baiting programme but this would be subject to site survey


A canteen area will be provided and no food will be allowed to be consumed outside of this area with all rubbish being collected and disposed of on a regular basis to prevent the attraction of rodents.


Drainage will be appropriately capped or sealed during the works.





An asbestos survey has been carried out by Omega Asbestos Services (Sept 16) and a copy of this will be given to the demo contractors .


Any removals will be dealt with either prior to or at start of the demo phase.





All of our site personnel are aware of the need to behave in a professional manner and the same is expected of any subcontractors and this is made clear at the site induction. 


An agreed area will be set for any smoking breaks and personnel are aware of the need to dispose of cigarette butts in a correct manner. 


Any personnel deemed to be causing a nuisance to third parties would be spoken to immediately about appropriate conduct by the site foreman.


Radio noise will be kept to a sensible level so as not to cause a nuisance to those in the surrounding dwellings or passers-by.
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
