Demolition of walls and bridge area to the rear and creation of a rear courtyard 
area with winter garden and ground floor rear extension, creation of first floor 
and fourth floor terraces, plant (condenser units) at roof level and 
amalgamation of second and third floor flats into a two bed self-contained flat 
(C3).
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Although the site lies within an Archaeological Priority Area the works are too small 
scale to be likely to cause significant harm in this location.

No further assessment or conditions are therefore necessary.
