	The development hereby permitted must be begun not later than the end of three years from the date of this permission.

	All new external work shall be carried out in materials that resemble, as closely as possible, in colour and texture those of the existing building, unless otherwise specified in the approved application.

Reason: To safeguard the appearance of the premises and the character of the immediate area in accordance with the requirements of policy CS14 of the London Borough of Camden Local Development Framework Core Strategy and policy DP24 [and DP25 if in CA] of  the London Borough of Camden Local Development Framework Development Policies.

	The development hereby permitted shall be carried out in accordance with the approved plans listed above.

	All aluminium components of the flagpole shall have a white powder-coated finish.  All other elements of the flagpole shall be finished in white.

Reason: To safeguard the appearance of the premises and the character of the immediate area in accordance with the requirements of policy CS14 of the London Borough of Camden Local Development Framework Core Strategy and policy DP24 [and DP25 if in CA] of  the London Borough of Camden Local Development Framework Development Policies.

	Reasons for granting permission:

The proposed works comprise the erection of a 4 metre high flagpole on an existing raised mound at the western end of Alexandra Road Park, on its north side close to the Abbey Road entrance.  The flagpole will be constructed from 3mm thick aluminium and will be cylindrical with a diameter of 60mm.  It will carry a 2017 Green Flag Award flag in green and white polyester measuring 900mm high x 1840mm wide.  

The flag will celebrate the park's Green Flag Award status, reflecting the high quality of its recent restoration.  Subsequently, the flagpole will not be attached to any walls or fencing and not interfere with any trees, planting or soft landscaping in the park.  It will be anchored to the ground with a hinged base system including a foundation measuring 300 mm x 300 mm x 500 mm deep.  It will include a cast aluminium lockable door for access to the internal halyard system.

Over the course of this application, the colour of the flagpole has been amended from black to white, in response to public opinion and to ensure that it has a minimum impact on its surroundings.  A condition is attached to this planning permission requiring the aluminium components of the  flagpole to have a white powder-coated finish with all other elements  finished in white.

The proposal is considered to be acceptable in terms of size, design, location and materials. As such, it will have no adverse impact on the setting of the grade II* Alexandra Road Estate and will preserve and enhance the character and appearance of the Alexandra Road Conservation Area. The proposal will not impact on neighbouring amenity, nor will it be harmful to pedestrian or vehicular safety.

Public consultation was undertaken by means of a site notice and a press notice.  However, no formal responses were received from this consultation, although two park users and residents of the Alexandra Road Estate expressed a preference for a white flagpole.  The site's planning history has been taken into account when coming to this decision.

Special attention has been paid to the desirability of preserving the setting of listed buildings and of preserving or enhancing the character and appearance of the conservation area, under s.66 and s.72 of the Planning (Listed Buildings and Conservation Areas) Act 1990 as amended by the Enterprise and Regulatory Reform Act 2013.  

As such, the proposed development is in general accordance with policies CS5 and CS14 of the London Borough of Camden Local Development Framework Core Strategy, and policies DP24, DP25 and DP26 of the London Borough of Camden Local Development Framework Development Policies and policies D2, D4 and A1 of the Camden Local Plan Submission Draft 2016. The proposed development also accords with policies of the London Plan 2016.

	The Mayor of London introduced a Community Infrastructure Levy (CIL) to help pay for Crossrail on 1st April 2012. Any permission granted after this time which adds more than 100sqm of  new floorspace or a new dwelling will need to pay this CIL. It will be collected by Camden on behalf of the Mayor of London. Camden will be sending out liability notices setting out how much CIL will need to be paid if an affected planning application is implemented and who will be liable.  

The proposed charge in Camden will be £50 per sqm on all uses except affordable housing, education, healthcare, and development by charities for their charitable purposes. You will be expected to advise us when planning permissions are implemented. Please use the forms at the link below to advise who will be paying the CIL and when the development is to commence. You can also access forms to allow you to provide us with more information which can be taken into account in your CIL calculation and to apply for relief from CIL.

We will then issue a CIL demand notice setting out what monies needs to paid when and how to pay.  Failure to notify Camden of the commencement of development will result in a surcharge of £2500 or 20% being added to the CIL payment. Other surcharges may also apply for failure to assume liability and late payment. Payments will also be subject to indexation in line with the construction costs index.

	The emerging London Borough of Camden Local Plan is reaching the final stages of its public examination.  Consultation on proposed modifications to the Submission Draft Local Plan began on 30 January and ended on 13 March 2017.  The modifications have been proposed in response to Inspector's comments during the examination and seek to ensure that the Inspector can find the plan 'sound' subject to the modifications being made to the Plan.  The Local Plan at this stage is a material consideration in decision making, but pending publication of the Inspector's report into the examination only has limited weight.




In dealing with the application, the Council has sought to work with the applicant in a positive and proactive way in accordance with paragraphs 186 and 187 of the National Planning Policy Framework.
