Additional conditions were the inspector minded to allow the appeal.
We request that the following conditions are included in addition to the standard conditions, in order to
be consistent with consents for the same proposal at other sites in the borough.

1. The intensity of the illumination of the digital sign shall not exceed 300 candelas per square metre
between dusk and dawn and 600 candelas per square metre during the day. The levels of luminance on
the digital sign should be controlled by light sensors to measure the ambient brightness and dimmers
to control the lighting output to within these limits.

2. The digital sign shall not display any moving, or apparently moving, images (including animation,
flashing, scrolling three dimensional, intermittent or video elements).

3. The minimum display time for each advertisement shall be 10 seconds.

4. The interval between advertisements shall take place over a period no greater than one second; the
complete screen shall change with no visual effects (including fading, swiping or other animated
transition methods) between displays and the display will include a mechanism to freeze the image in

the event of a malfunction.

5. No advertisement displayed shall resemble traffic signs, as defined in section 64 of the Road Traffic
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Regulation Act 1984.

6. The footway and carriageway on the Transport for London Road Network (TLRN) and Strategic Road
Network (SRN) must not be blocked during the installation and maintenance of the advertising panel.
Temporary obstruction during the installation must be kept to a minimum and should not encroach on
the clear space needed to provide safe passage for pedestrians, or obstruct the flow of traffic.
