Given the current state of the tree and comments made 
by the arboriculturalist, we feel that this is the right time to propose a 
replacement. Please see Page 6 for the actual tree that we have selected. We 
also note that Prunus 'Accolade' is a cross between P. Subhirtella and P. 
Sargentii. As the existing tree is P. subhirtella we are proposing a like for like 
replacement with a tree of good quality and superior ornamental value. 

Taxus baccata native evergreen hedging. We chose taxus as we felt it best 
compliment the hedging to the front of the two neighbouring front gardens which 
have already been planted with taxus baccata (please see images on page 5 of 
this presentation).
