	72 Twisden Road comments- conditions 3 & 4 state that the flat roof of the rear wing shall not be used as an amenity terrace and that all rear windows be obscure glazed and fixed shut to 1.7 m above floor level. Please confirm that these constraints will be carried over into any revised permission
Agreed- these conditions will remain.

54 Twisden Rd objects/comments-

Site is in archaeological priority area so retention of cellar needs monitoring- cellar is not being enlarged so no impact on archaeology.

condition requiring fenestration to match no.10 is wrong (should be no.8)- agreed, condition will be reworded accordingly.

variation from 2 to 3 windows bays at front is wrong here as it will create an atypical horizontal emphasis and affect setting of listed buildings opposite- revised window arrangement at the front will replicate the pattern of windows at no.8 Highgate Road which is considered an enhancement to both the property and streetscene and will not harm the setting of listed buildings opposite.

obscure glazing condition should be retained- 
condition will remain.

roof access condition should be retained and there should be no parapet wall which will encourage outside storage-
condition will remain; nature of this flat roof with a large rooflight and adjoining a bedroom means it is unlikely to be used for amenity or storage.

cellar access unclear; comments about drawing annotations for internal rooms- 
these are not material planning considerations as there is no control over subsequent internal layout and function of rooms.

2 double bedrooms do not comply with standards (mansard floor double bedroom is too small)- 
noted, the top floor should be a single bedroom only despite its optimistic annotation, but there is no control over its subsequent occupation. 

inadequate refuse storage-
this is no worse in size and location than approved.
