01 Introduction
This planning, design and access statement has been prepared by Franklin Design Associates on behalf of the Business owner to explain and justify the granting of Listed Building Consent at LOMBOK, 204 – 208 Tottenham Court Road, Bloomsbury. 
The application seeks to make small alterations to the existing external appearance and specifically relates to the relocation and revised signage, the addition of hanging baskets and the change of external colour to the ground floor only. The majority of the external appearance remains as Existing.
Design Alterations
This proposed design seeks to change the existing external painting stonework to Grey, specifically Cool Grey 9C. This change is in-line with current trends and will help to maintain the use of this important building. The paint used will not damage the existing building and at a point in time when it is not occupied can easily be returned back to its original colour. Secondly; the existing signage has been revised as shown in the submitted drawings and are to be relocated to the positions shown. Most of the signage is internal as existing and is to be updated and repositioned. The final addition is to add hanging baskets to each column as shown on the proposed elevations. This is again a common item across the local area and can be fixed in a way that does not damage the exterior of the building.  
The proposal has been designed sympathetically giving respect to the listed building.
Materials

The Signage and hanging basket brackets will be made of lightweight materials and use fixing methods that do not damage the exterior of the building whilst in place.
