	This application concerns the details of all new internal joinery as required by Condition 4b) (ref: 2017/0814/L granted 12/05/2017) for: Internal refurbishment of existing Class B1 office building (Grade II listed) including alterations to floorplate layouts, new flooring, provision of secondary window glazing, replacement of services and ancillary facilities, enhancement of entrance lobby and waterproofing of basement areas; replacement of existing pavement lights; replacement of plant equipment at roof level; and provision of cycle racks within existing service yard.

The original interior of Summit House (Grade II listed) has been heavily modified during the later part of the 20th century/ early 21st Century, and only a little of the fabric of the historic hall and stair remains. All other internal joinery and partitions are later additions and are considered to be of no architectural merit.  

The submitted details are considered sufficient to discharge the relevant part of Condition 4.

Public consultation was undertaken by means of a site notice and a press notice, but no responses were received. The site's planning history has been taken into account when making this decision

Special regard has been attached to the desirability of preserving the listed building and its features of special architectural or historic interest, under s.16 of the Planning (Listed Buildings and Conservation Areas) Act 1990 as amended by the Enterprise and Regulatory Reform Act (ERR) 2013. 

As such, the proposal is in general accordance with policies D1 and D2 of the Camden Local Plan 2017. The proposed development also accords with the London Plan 2016 and the National Planning Policy Framework.
