	Listed Building Consent ref: 2017/4025/L is a retrospective application for works that have already been carried out to the second floor flat  at No. 31 Fitzroy Street.

Flat c has undergone considerable alteration and renewal of fabric during the latter part of the 20th century/early 21st century. Photographs have been provided which confirm the construction prior to the current scheme being implemented. 

The interior of flat c has no apparent historic character remaining with the exception of the vertically sliding sash windows and associated joinery. The original timber joinery of the windows has been retained and restored.

The new replacement joinery, including the doors, architraving and skirtings is in a contemporary style which is in this instance considered acceptable. There is no loss of historic fabric involved.

The current works involve the opening up of the fire place to the front reception room to proportions similar to the original opening. No metal fire grate or mantle piece remained and the current scheme does not involve the reinstatement of these items.   

The existing floor boards were of an indeterminate date, clearly of age they appear to have been cut and relaid. These boards have been replaced as part of the current works to level and upgrade the services and separation between flats.

The floor plan of the second floor had already been compromised by the installation of a bathroom between the front and rear rooms sometime during the late 20th century/early 21st century. The replacement construction is also of timber stud and plaster board.  

All ceilings and coving before the current works were of modern construction and the historic ceiling height appeared to have been lowered. The replacement ceilings are reinstated at the historic height and on a like for like basis. This is considered a welcome reinstatement of the original room proportions.

These works are not considered to harm the significance of the listed grade II building and as such the application is supported.

The site's planning history has been taken into account when making this decision.

All the works are internal so no consultation was required.

Special regard has been attached to the desirability of preserving the listed building and its features of special architectural or historic interest, under s.16 of the Planning (Listed Buildings and Conservation Areas) Act 1990 as amended by the Enterprise and Regulatory Reform Act (ERR) 2013. 

As such, the proposal is in general accordance with policies D1 and D2 of the Camden Local Plan 2017. The proposed development also accords with the London Plan 2016 and the National Planning Policy Framework.
