	This application concerns the replacement of failing pebble dash render on the flank wall of No. 26 Belsize Grove with a pure lime, Puzzolan and sand exterior plaster mix.

The existing cement based pebble dash render is considered inappropriate for historic buildings in that it is hard, impervious, fails to allow the building structure to breath and traps moisture. The replacement with a lime based render is considered acceptable.

The Belsize CAAC responded with no objections to the removal and reinstatement of the render.

Public consultation was undertaken by means of a site notice and a press notice, but no responses were received.

The site's planning history has been taken into account when making this decision

Special regard has been attached to the desirability of preserving the listed building and its features of special architectural or historic interest, under s.16 of the Planning (Listed Buildings and Conservation Areas) Act 1990 as amended by the Enterprise and Regulatory Reform Act (ERR) 2013.
