The proposed demolition of the front gate and fence are not permitted under Class C 
of Part 11 in Schedule 2 of The Town and Country Planning (General Permitted 
Development) (England) Order 2015, as the demolition is "relevant demolition" for 
the purposes of section 196D of the Act (demolition of an unlisted etc. building in a 
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conservation area)(1). 
 

2 Reason for Refusal 
 
The proposed means of access to a highway is not permitted under Class B of Part 
2 of The Town and Country Planning (General Permitted Development) (England) 
Order 2015, as that access is required in connection with development which is 
permitted by any Class of Schedule 2 and this is not permitted under Class C of Part
