	This application concerns re landscaping the area immediately around the Karl Marx memorial in Highgate Cemetery. The memorial is Grade I listed and the proposed works will be viewed within the setting of this highly important monument.

The bronze head of Marx sits on a grey granite plinth sitting on a granite base. Around this have been laid, in an informal manner, a row of single paving stones. Between the monument and the public path, loose gravel and a number of York paving stones have been laid in an ad hoc manner to aid access. 

The memorial receives a great number of visitors and as a result the area around the base is worn and has suffered erosion.

This proposal seeks to introduce well laid paving, appropriately designed to enhance the surrounding curtilage of the monument while not visually imposing or harming the setting. In terms of materials and construction, the scheme is considered to be in keeping as well as being more resilient, safer and easier to negotiate for visitors.

The proposed works are considered to enhance the Karl Marx monument and the application is therefore supported.

Historic England were consulted and responded with a letter of flexible authorisation, formally signed and dated by the NPCU.

The Ancient Monuments Society responded with no objections.

Public consultation was carried out through a press notice and a site notice. No responses have been received.

The site's planning history has been taken into account when making this decision

Special regard has been attached to the desirability of preserving the listed building and its features of special architectural or historic interest, under s.16 of the Planning (Listed Buildings and Conservation Areas) Act 1990 as amended by the Enterprise and Regulatory Reform Act (ERR) 2013. 

As such, the proposal is in general accordance with policies D1 and D2 of the Camden Local Plan 2017. The proposed development also accords with the London Plan 2016 and the National Planning Policy Framework.
