	Reasons for granting listed building consent:

The proposed works comprise the internal fit-out of a vacant existing office suite in Tavistock House South to form public ceremony suites, public interview rooms, public waiting areas and a staff back office for the London Borough of Camden's Registration Services.  The works will provide short-term accommodation for the service whilst its permanent home, Camden Town Hall in Judd Street, is restored and upgraded.

The office suite is located at mezzanine level within Tavistock House South, part of the grouping of buildings listed grade II and grade II* as British Medical Association House, which is situated on the east side of Tavistock Square within the Bloomsbury Conservation Area.  The office suite currently has an open-plan and utilitarian character with no decorative historic features, and is considered to be of low significance within the hierarchy of the listed building.

It is proposed to subdivide the existing open plan office into a series of cellular spaces of varying sizes to provide the ceremony suites, interview rooms and associated spaces.  Changes to historic fabric will be confined to alterations to an existing door into the building's stairwell and the addition of a new doorway between the stairwell and waiting area, the detailing of which will match adjacent work and will not involve the removal of significant historic fabric.  These works will provide better public access and improve means of escape in the event of an emergency.  Although the works will be of a temporary and reversible nature using partition systems, the specification of finishes will be high quality to reflect the functions of Camden's Registration Services.

It is considered the works will cause no harm to the special interest of the listed building, whilst providing public benefits to both residents of the London Borough of Camden and the wider community.

Public consultation was undertaken by way of a site notice and a press notice, from which no responses were received.  Historic England was consulted, whereby a response was received on 23 November 2017 stating it was not necessary for the Council to consult the organisation. The site's planning history was taken into account when coming to this decision.

Special regard has been attached to the desirability of preserving the listed building and its features of special architectural or historic interest, under s.16 of the Planning (Listed Buildings and Conservation Areas) Act 1990 as amended by the Enterprise and Regulatory Reform Act (ERR) 2013. 

As such, the proposal is in general accordance with policies D1 and D2 of the Camden Local Plan 2017. The proposed development also accords with the London Plan 2016 and the National Planning Policy Framework.
