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The site is a Shoe Repairs and Key Shop in a primarily retail area with a proposal to install a Euronet NCR Self Serv 26 ATM
Details about the character and architectural historical interest of the property

The property is in a terrace of historic buildings and is a three storey brickwok building with a brown timber shop front and white timber frame sash windows. To the right of the shop front is a timber fielded panel door to staircase access to floors above. Steel roller shutters and shutter guides have been installed in front of the shop front.

Principals behind and the justification for the proposed development

Alterations to the existing shop front to accommodate the ATM are minimal with little design impact as a through glass installation though the shop front far right hand window. Materials all comply with existing materials and colours of the shop front fascia and adjacent shop front fascia’s. Installation of the ATM as a through glass installation is sympathetic in terms of Heritage within the Camden Road retail area.

Installation as an ATM fascia only through glass installation fit within the width of the right hand timber widow frame and existing shutter guides with no alterations or design impact on the timber frame shop front and security roller shutters.

Details of the expected impact that the proposed development will have on the special interest of the Listed Building

The design of the proposed ATM is moderate in scale and colouration and signage is restricted to the standard NCR fascia sign within the ATM fascia with a white back ground and blue lettering “ATM” Choice of the NCR Self Serv 26 ATM with a narrow fascia reduces the expected impact of the proposed development on the building within a Grade II Listed Terrace. 

Outline of the steps taken to avoid or minimise any adverse impacts on the significance of the building

Historical, archaeological architectural and artistic interest in the site are not effected in terms of any design impact by the proposed ATM materials, design and graphics are all consistent with the existing retail design and graphics in Camden Road.

Choice of ATM and installation with no surround signage  are the steps taken to avoid any adverse impact on the significance of the building.

Assessment of Impact

Impact of the installation will have minimal  impact in terms of design on the Heritage Assets of the site and minimal impact on the significance of the building.

Mitigation

Mitigation strategy has been to minimise design impact by choice of location, ATM specification and materials used and proposed installation as through glass.

Design Principals
The ATM is a standard design as located in many areas throughout the UK and is accepted as a necessary facility. There are a number of mandatory standards which apply relating to the position of the ATM, it’s visibility, ambient lighting, building structure, security features, ATM anchoring and ATM safe security and strength
