A. GENERAL

1. Scope of Works

The work is to fit a graded wet area floor shower in the bathroom as specification. This is a listed building therefore work is subject to planning approval.
2. Period of the works

The work must be completed within a two-week period of start on site. A continuity of work must be maintained in order to minimise disruption and disturbance of the occupants. The flat & building will be occupied throughout the period of the works and facilities must be kept useable.

3. Safety of occupants of the block

The contractor shall ensure that all adequate and necessary precautions are taken to prevent accidents and inconvenience to other occupants of the block. At the end of each working day the contractor must ensure that the site is left safe and secured, with all communal areas clean & tidy.

4. Start date

The works should commence ASAP within receipt of an official order, and should be completed within two weeks of start date. 
5. Details to be agreed on site

The position of the shower seat, shower control, and riser bar are to be agreed with the occupational therapist on site, unless indicated otherwise. All measurements to be checked on site.

	Supply & fit Mira “Advance” thermostatic electric shower unit. Set at maximum 43 degrees Celsius. Run new mains water connection, and electrical supply, pipe work and cable, to include all necessary fittings, inline speed fit ‘Scale master’, isolating valves and double check valves, to comply with current regulations. Paint all exposed pipes on completion. The head must be detachable on a 1000mm extended riser bar, and with a 1500mm flexible hose, handset, and soap dish. The control and riser bar will be fitted as per plan or DIRECTED BY OCCUPATIONAL THERAPIST.

	Provide new electrical supply to shower, concealed in the shower area and surface mounted in mini trunking elsewhere, to include fused spur RCD and suitably rated MCB, all electrical work to fully comply with current 17th Edition Regulations. Provide Earth Bonding in bathroom as necessary.
