1. It is our client’s intention to refurbish his Retail Jewellery and pawnbrokers shop frontage  

2. Part of the proposal includes the removal of the existing Shopfronts and replacing same with a traditional timber front including a central lobby entrance with window displays. Stall riser and doors in decorated fielded panels. Entrance lobby improve customer experience and wheelchair and pram access
3. Pilasters retained.

4. New concealed powder coated perforated electrically operated shutter.

5. New wall fixed electrically operated cassette type sun blind
6. Design considerations are to be sympathetic with the area using traditional materials both externally and internally to create a high quality retail environment.

a. No extensions are proposed.

b. Shopfront proportions are in line with the existing frontage 

c. Access to all areas for the general public and wheel chair and pram users are greatly improved.
d. Shop front and Interior finishes as follows
1. Window and doors in decorated hardwood.
2. Main plate, doors and transom over window in clear 13.5mm laminated safety glass. 
3. Existing pilasters retained
4. Sub fascia in decorated mdf with non-illuminated letters to clients standard design 
5. Lobby floor in porcelain tiles
6. Perforated black powder coated shutter across frontage

7. Black powder coated face fixed cassette blind with black cover and valance
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
