Comments from adjoining neighbour

I object to the subdivision of this family dwelling into two separate residential units.  The character of the conservation area is one of 3-4 storey Victorian terrace houses in single family occupation with small front gardens.  Two other dwellings known to me, No.s 38 and 41 have already been subdivided internally into two residential units.  If this application is approved three out of four adjoining properties will have been subdivided.

This not only leads to a material loss of modest sized single family dwellings but significantly increases the intensity of use.  This results not only in increased pressure on limited on-street parking but also increased noise and disturbance to occupants of adjoining dwellings though newly created living rooms abutting existing bedrooms.  The party walls in these old houses are not well insulated for sound.

Concerning the external impact of the proposals,  I have no objection to the side extension providing the design of the front façade and window closely match that of my own extension.

The proposed cycle stands will reduce the area of front garden and extend the degree of hard standing.  They will compound the unfortunate appearance of the front wall and horizontal rails which detract from the appearance of the Conservation Area.

Concerning the proposed rear extension, it is difficult for me to comment in detail as there seems to be an anomaly between  the section drawing A -A and the rear elevation drawing. The first shows a flat roof and the second a sloping roof close to my boundary.  The extension will extend some 1.7m behind the existing rear wall of No 40 and will be approximately 2.0m high.  It lies to the west of my property.  If the flat roof extends up to my side boundary there will be significant loss of light and sunlight to my rear patio and it will create a feeling of enclosure which would feel oppressive.
