	Reasons for granting listed building consent:

The site is a grade-II-listed, nine-storey Moderne structure arranged in a star shape, built in 1936 as serviced flats but now used as a hotel. 

The proposal is for minor alterations to finishes and layout for an already-consented interior refurbishment (2017/2840/L) of some areas of the ground floor. The present interior dates from 2000.  The works are entirely internal.

The proposed works will affect any historic fabric or spaces of high significance, so will not harm the special interest of the grade-II-listed building.

The site's planning history has been taken into account in making this decision.

Special attention has been paid to the desirability of preserving the special interest of the listed building, under s.16 of the Listed Buildings and Conservation Areas Act 1990 as amended by the Enterprise and Regulatory Reform Act (ERR) 2013
