- scale of not less than 1:50, and thereafter the development
shall be implemented specifically in accordance with the
approved drawings.

Samples of materials to be used for the external finishes of
the development shall be submitted to and approved by the
Council before works of construction commence on site.
Thereafter only materials so approved shall be used for such
external finishes in carrying out the development.

Notwithstanding the provisions of Article 3 of the Town and
Country Planning (General Permitted Development Order) 1995
or any Order revoking and re-enacting that Oxrder, no
development within Part 1 (Classes A-H) and Part 2 (Classes
