	The owner/occupier of No. 30 Oakeshott Avenue have objected to the application on the following grounds:

1. Loss of morning sunlight and daylight

2. The scale of the fence feels oppressive. 

Officer response

1. The fence, by nature of its height, would lead to a reduction in morning sunlight to ground floor habitable rooms. Considering that the fence is along the boundary of south facing houses with long gardens, the loss of sunlight and daylight would be within acceptable limits. Weight is also given to the fact that the fact that a fence of 2m in height could be reasonably be attained under Permitted Development.
2. The fence is not considered to generate an excessive sense of enclosure considering its siting on the top of a sloped garden. As such, wide views would be retained from most ground floor habitable rooms and inner garden of No 30.
