	Reasons for granting planning permission (delegated):

The application site is the grade I listed British Museum, situated within the Bloomsbury Conservation Area.  The proposals affect two rooms located at 2nd floor level within the Panizzi Suite, which forms part of Sir Robert Smirke's original layout, and is situated in the eastern range adjacent to the King's Library.  The Panizzi Suite currently houses offices and ancillary facilities, having undergone refurbishment works in the 1970s and the 1990s.

The proposed works comprise the installation of WC facilities and a tea point within existing rooms comprising a modern kitchenette and a bathroom connected to the north office.  Both rooms contain no features of historic or architectural significance such as historic plasterwork. The works also involve the installation of an extract fan and a louvre in the external wall on the eastern side of the range.

The existing kitchenette will be subdivided with modern stud partitioning to create a tea-point and 2 WCs (including an ambulant disabled WC).  The works include the installation of new services which involve the routing of new soil pipes through the floors and all other services in a full-width void on the northern side of the existing room which will conceal a soil vent pipe, ventilation extracts and ductwork.  A plenum box will be inserted into the external wall which will manifest itself externally as a weather louvre measuring 250mm square, which this approval conditions shall have a black finish.

The existing WC will be re-fitted to replace the basin and wet fittings, re-tile the walls and install a mechanical extract fan and louvre in the external wall measuring approximately 270mm square, which this approval conditions shall have a black finish. 

It is considered that the works are of a reversible nature and will not impact on any historic features, thus causing no harm to the special interest of the grade I listed building or to the character and appearance of the conservation area.  There will be no negative environmental impacts arising from the M&E installation.

Public consultation was undertaken by means of a site notice and a press notice, but no responses were received.  Historic England was consulted and responded on 18 April 2018, authorising the Council to determine the application as it sees fit.  The site's planning history was taken into account when making this decision.

Special regard has been attached to the desirability of preserving the listed building and its features of special architectural or historic interest, under s.16 of the Planning (Listed Buildings and Conservation Areas) Act 1990 as amended by the Enterprise and Regulatory Reform Act (ERR) 2013. 

As such, the proposal is in general accordance with policies D1 and D2 of the Camden Local Plan 2017. The proposed development also accords with the London Plan 2016 and the National Planning Policy Framework.
